In 1982, Thomas’ son, John J. IT
(John) joined the business. Upon
retirement of his father, he and his
wife Jacqueline (Jackie) took over
the business and in that same year
purchased a second location to support
and expand on the family’s growing
reputation for exceptional funeral and
cremation services, at 4309 South
20th in Milwaukee.
